Satchel Paige, one of the greatest baseball players

of all times once asked, “How old would you be if you
didn’t know how old you were?” That's the question for
the week as we meet John Christian Frederick Heyer,
husband, father, Lutheran pastor, medical doctor, semi-

nary professor, chaplain and missionary. When the
average life expectancy in the 1800’s was around 37, C. F. Heyer (1793-1873)
was sent by the Lutheran church in America to be its first foreign missionary when
he was 48. If he had been born today, given how much longer people generally
live, he would have been closer to 61 when he started his evangelical work in In-
dia! Today, the church he helped to found in Andhra Pradesh is one of the largest
Lutheran churches in Asia with over 1 million members. It only goes to show that
for God, age is no barrier to spreading the gospel. So if you've ever wondered
whether the church still has a need for your own special road skills just because
your spiritual odometer registers enough miles for a trip to the moon and back, be
comforted and inspired by the example of C. F. Heyer where God-given “maturity”
translated into mission!
