RENOVATIONS CONTINUE

Over the last week
a lot of progress
has been made in
the installation of
the central air con-
ditioning for the of-
fice wing and coffee
shop. It should be
functioning before
the end of the year,
just when we need it.
OK, that was a joke but not quite as funny
as it might seem. Because there was very
little cost difference between the unit that
cools and one that cools and heats, our
contractor has upgraded the installation at
no additional cost to us. The offices and
Coffee Shop will now have both hot water
heat from the main boiler and forced air
from the new combination system. This
feature will improve our ability to target
heat to where it is needed. For example,
evening meetings in the Coffee Shop can
be comfortable without heating any of
the rest of the building. This should be a
significant improvement in comfort — year
round.

We'll keep you posted as things continue
to develop but please remember that the
bills are now arriving and it is urgent that
you keep those pledges and donations
coming in.
