


Martin of Tours – November 11
As I was filling out my stewardship card, I was pleas-
antly surprised to see that Martin of Tours is joining our 
spiritual road trip. Martin lived in the 4th century and 
was a Roman soldier by training if not temperament.  
There is a famous legend about how an unplanned 
act of generosity revealed his true colors. On a frigid 
winter day, while wearing his full Roman uniform which 
included a very well-made cloak, Martin came upon 
a beggar who was half frozen. Without hesitation and 
most likely against regulations Martin cut his cloak in 
half, and gave it to the poor man. Later that evening 
Martin had a dream. In it he saw Jesus himself wear-

ing the half cloak that Martin had given the beggar. Very soon after that incident 
Martin was baptized and became a “soldier of Christ.”  He could no longer serve 
Rome but only wanted to serve God. Centuries later on November 10th 1483, a 
baby boy was born in Eisleben, Germany and baptized the next day. Following 
the custom of the time, the young boy received the name “Martin” after Martin of 
Tours. We know him better these days as Martin Luther.
