Harriet Tubman (born Araminta

“Minty” Ross) and Sojourner Truth

(born Isabella Baumfree) were Af-

rican-American women who were

both born into slavery and with
their own hard-fought freedom helped a nation to become free.
On June 1, 1843, Isabella changed her name to Sojourner
Truth telling her friends, “The Spirit calls me, and | must go.”
The Spirit however was calling both of these women to faith-
filled action. In a time when there were those who twisted the
meaning of the Scriptures to justify slavery --including not a
few white preachers -- these women knew as did many others
that our God led the Israelites from slavery in Egypt into the
freedom of the Promised Land; just as our Lord Jesus Christ
lifts us from the bondage to sin into the real freedom of living
in Him. These aren’t just words. These aren’t just nice senti-
ments. This is the powerful truth of the gospel. Without Christ
none of us are travelling on that Freedom Road.
