Being
a foreigner, and a Christian, made him an enemy of the local
pagan kings who on at least one occasion beat him. Although
today it's impossible to tell for sure which traditions about Pat-
rick are true and which are exaggerations of an understand-
ably proud people, one thing is certain: never be surprised if
God asks you to witness to the very last people you may want
to see; they very well may name a holiday for you.
