Amazing Grace
Sundays at 9:50 (starting September 28) 
This class is based on the movie by the 
same name, about the life of William 
Wilburforce – his struggle to oppose 
slavery and his deep faith. 
William Wilberforce (1759-1833) led 
the twenty-year fight to end the British 
slave trade, a victory now regarded as 
He finally succeeded in March 1807 
and continued to fight for abolition 
until, days before his death in 1833, he 
saw the institution of slavery abolished 
throughout the British colonies. Not 
limiting himself to just abolitionist work, 
he dedicated his life to what he called 
his “two great objects:” abolishing 
slavery in the British Empire and what 
he called “the reformation of manners 
[society].” To this end, he advocated 
for child labor laws, campaigned for 
education of the blind and deaf, and 
founded organizations as diverse as 
the Royal Society for the Prevention 
of Cruelty to Animals (RSPCA) and 
the National Gallery (of Art). “Good 
causes,” it has been said, “stuck to him 
like pins to a magnet.” Please join us 
for study and guided conversation. 
Please see the movie before attending 
the class sessions. It will be shown in 
it’s entirety at Onondaga Valley/South 
Presbyterian Church on Sunday Sep-
tember 21 at  6:00pm. It is also avail-
able from most rental outlets.
