PRISONER # 16770 - AUGUST 14

In July 1941, in a desperate bid for
freedom, a prisoner escaped from his
barracks in the Nazi concentration
camp at Auschwitz. In response, the
camp’s SS-Hauptsturmfihrer ordered
that ten men be rounded up at ran-
dom and starved to death to deter
any more escape attempts. As the
gristly death sentence fell upon prisoner #5659, he cried
out for the fate of his family. Was it a prayer? Perhaps.
Regardless his grief didn’t fall on deaf ears. While the
guards disregarded the human suffering before them,
another prisoner #16770, a relative stranger, stepped
forward and offered to take his place. He couldn’t and
wouldn’t ignore such suffering. In a little over two weeks,
prisoner #16770 and the nine other men would be dead,
while prisoner #5659 Franciszek Gajowniczek would

live another fifty-four years. Prisoner #16770 Maximilian
Kolbe stands before us today, as a shining example of
Jesus’ declaration that there is no greater love than to lay
down one’s life for another. Kolbe also reminds us that
even in a world that seems hell bent on reducing people
to social security numbers, and credit card numbers and
medical insurance numbers, and bank numbers, and
student id numbers, each and every one of us is known
by name by the God who steps in for us in our place and
saves us from certain death.
