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TRANSITION COMMITTEE REPORT:
THE CALL PROCESS

As we enter Pastor Gaetz’ final months at Atonement (his final
date will be announced at the Annual Meeting the end of this
month), we are entering the period where the “Call” process
takes center stage.

While the Bishop reviews the Ministry Site Profile that will be
finalized and submitted to the Synod Office this month, our
Church Council will be finalizing the membership of the Call
Committee.

There are three “steps” to assembling the Call Committee:

* The Nominations Committee (Jeanette Greig, Harriet
Walters, and Dorothy Phillips) reviews a list of possible
Call Committee members and submits a roster of nomi-
nees to the Church Council.

« The Council reviews the list and narrows it down to a
committee of 6-10 individuals

» The Council submits the final roster to the congregation
at the Annual Meeting for ratification.

The Nominations Committee has undertaken the task of col-
lecting nominees for the Call Committee. If you are interested
in being on the Call Committee or want to nominate someone
else for membership, please let Jeanette, Harriet, or Dorothy
know. You can call the church office at 492-9065 and let Laura
know who you are nominating or leave a message with her to
have one of the Nominations Committee members contact you.

The call committee will review candidates submitted by the
Bishop. That review will include learning more about the
candidate through interviewing (over the phone, in person, or
both) potential candidates, listening to at least one sermon,
and talking with references. When a candidate is found to be
acceptable to the Call Committee, that name is passed on to
the Church Council. Assuming the candidate is approved by
the Council, the congregation will have an opportunity to meet
the candidate. At any point in that process, a candidate can be
rejected—by the committee, the council, or the congregation.
Once a candidate is approved by all three groups, a call is is-
sued. The candidate has up to 30 days to respond.

If a candidate is rejected, the process begins over again with

a new candidate submitted by the Bishop. Note that multiple
candidates may be reviewed, but such reviews are consecu-
tive, not simultaneous. That is, we only go through the process
with a second candidate if the first candidate is rejected. That
is, we only consider a second (or third or more) candidate if the
prior candidate is not affirmed by any one of the tree partners
in the interview process or if a candidate declines an invitation
from us at any step.

As you can see, the process can move along quickly or may
take some time.
