Include the following items in each health kit: 

•	 One hand towel, dark color recommended 
•	 One washcloth, dark color recommended 
•	 One bath-size bar (4 to 5 oz.) of soap, any brand, in its 

original wrapping 
•	 One adult-size toothbrush in its original packaging 
•	 One sturdy comb, remove packaging 
•	 One metal nail file or nail clippers with file attached, 

remove packaging (do not substitute cardboard emery 
boards for the file)

Money is always welcome and the Women will buy the needed 
items. Make checks payable to Atonement Lutheran Church 
and mark “Health Kits” in the memo field on your check. 
Note: Do NOT add toothpaste. The distributor will add just prior 
to delivery.
