Please don’t think you’ve seen the last of Pastor Gaetz, he
will continue to preach on some Sundays and, for the sum-
mer, Thursday evenings—and as we get closer to his actual
departure, you will hear more about opportunities to cel-
ebrate his ministry and his time with us.
