REPORT FROM THE CALL COMMITTEE

The Call Committee reports that they have received the name
of a candidate from the Bishop’s office. They are reviewing
information now and will be setting up an appointment for an
interview soon.

To remind everyone of the process:

The Call Committee will review candidate’s information. That
review will include learning more about the candidate through
interviews (over the phone, in person, or both), listening to at
least one sermon, and talking with references. If the candidate
is found to be acceptable to the Call Committee, that name is
passed on to the Church Council. Assuming the candidate is
approved by the Council, the congregation will have an op-
portunity to meet the candidate. At any point in that process,
a candidate can be rejected—by the committee, the council, or
the congregation. Once a candidate is approved by all three
groups, a call is issued. The candidate has up to 30 days to
respond.

If a candidate is rejected, the process begins over again with
a new candidate submitted by the Bishop. Note that multiple
candidates may be reviewed, but such reviews are consecu-
tive, not simultaneous. That is, we only go through the pro-

cess with a second candidate if the first candidate is rejected.
